(*...Gary played the part of Wayne Winston Norris in the smash hit comedy drama Auf Wiedersehen Pet becoming a household name). The track was also released by Michael Monroe, who is best known as the vocalist of Finnish glam metal/punk band ‘Hanoi Rocks’.
The original composer and writer of the track, is a Norwegian called Casino Steel, who gave his full endorsement to the new song. !
A popular local covers band called Charlie Don't Surf, which featured several of Keith's old band mates and friends were enlisted as the chosen band to record the single, as they had exactly the right sound Keith was looking for.
Keith, and "Charlie" hopes the Country will get behind them, and support this Unofficial World Cup single, and of course the England team in next month’s World Cup... "Come on England!!!"
